“Information Friction and the Search for Quality” with Xin Yi  

Abstract: We quantify the impact of information frictions across space on quality upgrading. To do so, 

we introduce quality into a sequential search model à la Allen (2014). In our model, producers must search 

to learn about quality-augmented price index elsewhere and decide whether to enter a specific destination 

market. Our model predicts that a fall in information frictions such as the building of ICT infrastructure 

(e.g., faster mobile networks) will induce existing producers to upgrade their product quality and enhance 

competition. We calibrate our model and quantify the extent of quality upgrading due to information 

frictions. We further qualitatively test the predictions of our model using unit value data and spatial 

variation in ICT infrastructure across Chinese cities.
